                     AMAN- A MISSION AGAINST RAGGING

               Let’s make PIET- A ragging-free Institute!

RAGGING- A PARASITE IN EDUCATION SYSTEM

AMAN- a mission against ragging is an endeavor to wipe out RAGGING completely from PIET. RAGGING is indeed a parasite that is contaminating our whole education system. It is a hard fact as it has spread its cancerous cell into the very core of our system which is undoubtedly a curse to our civilized society. Our institute is a temple of learning and in this temple there is no place for such evil act. On the surface, RAGGING is perceived as a form of fun or enjoyment as opposed to its tremendous negative impacts on students, parents and institute at large. It results in a series of mental, physical and social suffering which is detrimental to academic growth. The impact of this evil is manifold and widespread ranging from academic to psychological and from personal to institutional. How can one forget the death of an innocent medical student in Arunachal Pradesh who fell pray to RAGGING? A first year Medical Science student Aman Kachroo (19) was brutally murdered by four senior students on March 8 in 2009 at Dr Rajendra Prasad Medical College hostel. The offenders, identified as Ajay Verma, Naveen Verma, Abinav Verma and Mukul Sharma, have been arrested under section 302 IPC (murder). 

Keeping its adverse impacts on academic in educational institutions, the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India has condemned it as a heinous act and included it in the section of cognizable criminal offence, guilty of which are booked under IPC. Therefore, this is very essential to wipe out this evil from our Institute and society as well. Let’s develop a cordial and congenial environment in which every student live with dignity facilitating his/her academic pursuits in the smoothest manner.

WHAT IS RAGGING 

As per the Supreme Court judgment in Vishwa Jagriti Mission v. Central Government and Others (2001) 6 SCC 577, ragging is a cognizable criminal offence and is strictly prohibited. It is defined as: 

"'Ragging' means the doing of any act which causes, or is likely to cause any physical, phsycological or physiological harm of apprehension or shame or embarrassment to a student, and includes–

 (a) teasing or abusing of playing Practical joke on, or causing hurt to any student.

 (b) asking any student to do any act, or perform any thing, which he/she would not, in the ordinary course, be willing to do or perform."
The definition of ragging provided by the Hon’ble Supreme Court also include as an act which violates the dignity of the individual student or is perceived to violate his/her dignity. 

TYPES OF RAGGING AND PUNISHMENT ON ANALOGY OF IPC 498

A. Verbal: Where senior causes mental harassment, discomfort for the junior by forcing him/her to answer unacceptable/personal questions, dance, sing etc is said to rag the junior. It also includes within its ambit cyber ragging. 

 Punishment: 1 year imprisonment or fine or both. 

B Severe Verbal Ragging:  Where the mental harassment, discomfort is to such an act as forces the junior to withdraw from the college.  

Punishment: 7 year imprisonment with fine. 

C Physical: Any act by the senior towards the junior which inflicts bodily injury on the junior.  Like beating the junior, hitting him/her with objects etc. 

 Punishment: 7 year imprisonment with fine. 

D Sexual Ragging: where the senior asks the junior to do an act which damages sexual dignity of the junior. 

Punishment: 7 year rigorous imprisonment and fine. 

DIRECTIVES OF HON’BLE SUPREME COURT ON RAGGING

· All kinds of Ragging cases should be decided in a time bound manner keeping in mind student mobility and binding of syllabus completion and so trial should be by fast track courts. 

· Pending the enactment and amendment in IPC, some guidelines may available to institutional authorities whereby the institutions can draw some measures to check Ragging.  Court may also laydown guidelines within which the authorities have to function, making it more feasible for victim to pursue his/her case under general sections in IPC.

UGC on RAGGING
Ragging constitutes one or more of any of the following acts: 

· any conduct by any student or students whether by words spoken or written or  by  an act which has the effect  of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness a fresher or any other student; 

· indulging in rowdy or in disciplined activities by any student or students which  causes or is likely to cause annoyance, hardship, physical or psychological harm or to  raise fear or apprehension thereof in any fresher or any  other student; 

· asking any student to do any act which such student will  not in the ordinary course  do and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense of shame, or torment or  embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of such fresher or any  other student; 

· any act by a senior student that prevents, disrupts or disturbs the regular academic  

· activity of any other student or a fresher; 

· exploiting  the services of a fresher or any other student for completing the  academic  tasks assigned to an individual or a group of students . 

· any act of financial extortion or forceful expenditure burden put on a fresher or any  other student by students; 

· any act of physical abuse including all variants of it: sexual abuse , homosexual  assaults, stripping, forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestures, causing bodily harm or any  other danger to  health or person; 

· any act or abuse by spoken words, emails, post public insults which would also  include deriving perverted pleasure  vicarious or sadistic thrill from actively or passively  participating in the discomfiture to fresher or any other student; i.     any act that affects the mental health and self- confidence of a fresher or any other  student with or without an intent to derive a sadistic pleasure or showing off power, authority or superiority by a student over any fresher or any other student.
AICTE CLASSIFICATION OF RAGGING 

In exercise of the powers conferred under Section 23 read with Section 10 (b), (g), (p) and (q) of AICTE Act, 1987, the All India Council for Technical Education, hereby makes the following Regulations:-
Various Types of Ragging:- The Raghavan Committee constituted by the Hon’ble Supreme Court  has, inter-alia, mentioned the following types of ragging:-

1. Ragging has several aspects with, among others, psychological, social, political, economic, cultural, and academic dimensions.

2. Any act that prevents, disrupts or disturbs the regular academic activity of a student should be considered with in the academics related aspect of ragging; similarly, exploiting the services of a junior student for completing the academic tasks assigned to an individual or a group of seniors is also an aspect of academics related ragging prevalent in many institutions, particularly in the technical institutions.

3. Any act of financial extortion or forceful expenditure burden put on a junior student by senior students should be considered an aspect of ragging for ragging economic dimensions.

4. Any act of physical abuse including all variants of it: sexual abuse, homosexual assaults, stripping, forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestured, causing bodily harm or any other danger to health or person can be put in the category of ragging with criminal dimensions.

5. Any act or abuse by spoken words, emails, snail-mails, blogs, public insults should be considered with in the psychological aspects of ragging.  This aspect would also include deriving perverted pleasure, vicarious or sadistic thrill from actively or passively participating in the discomfiture to others; the absence of preparing ‘freshers’  in the run up to their admission to higher education and life in hostels also can be ascribed as a psychological aspect of ragging – coping skills in interaction with seniors or strangers can be imparted by parents as well.  Any act that affects the mental health and self-confidence of students also can be described in terms of the psychological aspects of ragging.

6. The political aspect of ragging is apparent from the fact that incidents of ragging are low in institutions which promote democratic participation of students in representation and provide an identity to students to participate inn governance and decision making within the institute bodies.

7. The human rights perspective of ragging involves the injury caused to the fundamental right to human dignity through humiliation heaped on junior students by seniors; often resulting in the extreme step of suicide by the victims.

PUNISHMENT AT INSTITUTIONAL LEVEL AT PIET
PIET is very much realizing the ill consequences of RAGGING. In our endeavor towards excellence in education, various types of punishments have been identified in PIET Code of Conduct to observe zero tolerance toward it. A college level mechanism is fully functional to mete out justice to sufferers and to increase the awareness among the students by conducting various types Sanitization Programmes ( SP) as directed by AICTE and UGC, New Delhi. 

1. The punishment to be meted out to the persons indulged in ragging has to be exemplary and justifiably harsh to act as a deterrent against recurrence of such incidents. The students who are found to be indulged in ragging should be debarred from taking admission in any technical institution in India.
2. Every single incident of ragging a First Information Report (FIR) must be filed without exception by the institutional authorities with the local police authorities.

3. Depending upon the nature and gravity of the offence as established by the Anti-Ragging Committee of the institution, the possible punishments for those found guilty of ragging at the institution level shall be any one or any combination of the following:-

(i)
Cancellation of admission

(ii)
Suspension from attending THEORY/LAB/TUTORIAL/PPT classes

(iii)
Withholding/withdrawing scholarship/fellowship and other benefits

(iv)
Debarring from appearing in any test/examination or other evaluation process

(v)
Withholding results

(vi)
Debarring from representing the institution in any regional, national or international meet, tournament, youth festival, etc.

(vii)
Suspension/expulsion from the hostel

(viii)
Rustication from the institution for period ranging from 1 to 4 semesters

(ix)
Expulsion from the institution and consequent debarring from admission to any other institution.

fine of Rupees 25,000/-

(xi)
Collective punishment: when the persons committing or abetting the crime of ragging are not identified, the institution shall resort to collective punishment as a deterrent to ensure community pressure on the potential raggers.

The institutional authority shall intimate the incidents of ragging occurred in their premises along with actions taken to the Council and immediately after occurrence of such incident and inform the status of the case from time to time.

PIET’s STEPS TO ROOT OUT RAGGING

Quality education can only be imparted in a fearless environment and in order to do so, PIET is committed to make itself a ragging-free institute.  All the preventive measures are being taken to curb ragging from its campus both in the institute premises and hostels. The following steps have been taken:

· INCORPORATION OF PROCTORIAL SYSTEM: Proctorial System has been incorporated since 2008 to facilitate the institutional affairs and to monitor students in a decentralized manner. In the system, one faculty guides a group of 20 students and is monitored by the HOD of the concerned branch. 

· ORGANISING SPECIAL SESSIONS FOR SPIRITUAL & MORAL GROWTH: Special care is being taken to inculcate spiritual and moral values among the students by inviting eminent intellectuals like Parampujya Ramdev Baba, Baba Balia, Achutyananda saraswati to the Institute. 

· DISPLAY OF POSTERS/HANDBILLS/PAMPHELETS AGAINST RAGGING: Special posters are being displayed at prominent places highlighting various aspects of RAGGING to create awareness to prevent ragging in the institute premises and hostels as well.
·  INCLUSION OF ANTI-RAGGING DIRECTIVES IN STUDENTS’ HANDBOOK/ COLLEGE PROSPECTUS:  Special emphasis is being given in the PIET STUDENT’s HANDBOOK and PROSPECTUS to increase the awareness among students to prohibit ragging.  

· SIGNING OF UNDERTAKING BY STUDENTS/PARENTS DURING ADMISSION: Separate undertakings are being taken from the students and guardians/parents at the time of admission explicitly declaring to face the consequences, if found guilty of committing ragging.  
· CONDUCT OF STUDENTS’ COUNSELLING PROGRAMMES: Regular Counseling programmes are being conducted by eminent invited counselors to offer counseling to our students.   
Keeping its grievous nature in view, following steps are being proposed in order to root out RAGGING completely from the Institute and hostels as well.

· START OF A 24X7 TELEHONE HELP-LINE
· APPOINTMENT OF A COUNSELLOR
· FORMATION OF CLUBS, SOCIETIES, ETC.
· FORMATION OF ANTI-RAGGING SQUAD, COMMITTEE & MENROTING CELL: Anti-ragging squads, Committee and Mentoring Cell have been formed constituting faculties from all ranks per AICTE and UGC suidelines. Special inquiries are being conducted in time-bound manner summarily with out disturbing the regular academic of the Institute. Within institution, mechanisms have been developed in consultation with teachers and student bodies and non-teaching staff to check ragging.  A tiered structures where senior students are made responsible for a group of fresher, in the hostel particularly, and who report to a group of teachers.

· WITHHOLDING RESULTS OF CLASS TESTS/ UNIVERSITY EXAMINATIONS
· DEBARRING FROM REPRESENTING THE INSTITUTE IN ANY REGIONAL, STATE OR NATIONAL MEETS, TOURNAMENT, YOUTH FESTIVAL, ETC. 
· PERMANENT/ TEMPORARY SUSPENSION/ EXPULSION FROM THE COLLEGE/ HOSTEL 
· RUSTICATION FROM THE INSTITUTE FOR A PERIOD RANGING FROM 1 TO 4 SEMESTERS 
· EXPULSION FROM THE INSTITUTE AND CONSEQUENT DEBARRING FROM ADMISSION TO ANY OTHER INSTITUTE 
· FINE OF RUPEES 25,000/-
